*Following thorough investigation, it was determined that neither of the naloxone administrations
captured in this report were confirmed opioid overdoses. Time is of the essence when
responding to a potential opioid overdose, and as such responders are trained to administer
naloxone to individuals if they are suspected of experiencing an opioid overdose.
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
